Scholarships will be offered o those students who can demonstrate a need for financial assistance,
have maintained a reasonable grade point average through high school and post high school training,
and who demonstrate a commitment to work toward a Fire Safe Oklahoma.

Students who are interested in this program must submit an application by August 23, 2010. The

Scholarship will be awarded at the Fire Marshals Conference annual conference in August 2010. Students who
considered will be notified by mail and may be requested to schedule a personal interview for

additional screening.

The scholarship program is especially designed to assist those who are planning careers in fire
prevention and related fields. It may be used for fall, spring or summer semesters at any accredited
college. However, a student may only apply for one scholarship per calendar year.
